Back by popular demand, USM economist Charles Colgan 

looks at Maine’s economic recovery

Maine and the Nation are recovering from a a major reces-
sion, and even though several indicators are showing an uptick, all signs 
point to a changing economic future. At the March meeting of the MBTA, 
we will explore what is on the horizon for Maine and the northeast. Are 
there bright spots in Maine’s economy? Now that Maine has spent the 
majority of its federal stimulus funds, what other centers of economic 
activity offer promise? 

Our guest speaker will be Charles Colgan,  Ph.D., Rus-
sell Chair in Education and Philosophy at the University of Southern 
Maine.

in the Muskie School of Public Service where he teaches economics, pol-
icy analysis and economic development. Among his other positions, he 
is a research fellow at the United States Bureau of Labor Statistics; chief 
economist for the National Ocean Economics Program; and chair of the 
State of Maine Consensus Economic Forecasting Commission. Prior to 
coming to USM, he served 12 years in the Maine State Planning Office, 
including positions as Maine State Economist and Special Assistant to the 
Governor for International Trade.
